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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Eleven Mile Creek Stream Restoration project
will mitigate coastal flooding, protect valuable
public infrastructure, repair existing nonfunctional
stormwater infrastructure, restore natural resources,
and improve water quality in Eleven Mile Creek

and Perdido Bay.

Eleven Mile Creek is a 303(d) listed impaired water
body and Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLS)
exist for fecal coliform bacteria, low dissolved
oxygen, excess nutrients, elevated biological
oxygen demand, and unionized ammonia. Water
quality improvements are necessary to meet water
quality standards for Class Il water to be

considered “fishable and swimmable” .

The project will provide flood protection for Bristol
Park, Bristol Creek, and Ashbury Hills
neighborhoods and surrounding areas by restoring
and expanding the floodplain, restoration of
wetlands, reduction in invasive species, and

reestablishment of riparian buffers.
